to 1 a.m. supervisory shift and, in December 2008, took on the role of Inn Coordinator.   
 
“If no one was available to take on the Coordinator role, the Inn could not continue at 
our community centre location,” says Sandi.  “I felt it was important to keep the shelter 
open and I also find this work is very satisfying.  It makes me happy and reminds me to 
appreciate what I have.  I know guests appreciate what we do for them as they try to 
get back on their feet.” 
 
Sandi started her real estate career in 2006, and continually strives to advance her 
career with Sutton – Partners Realty Group.  When she decided to volunteer, she knew it 
would challenge her to take on an extra role in her community, as well as be successful 
in real estate.  She felt determined to help the homeless in Calgary.  Her efforts have 
enriched her life as well as helped many families hoping to get off the streets.
