Neall decided to fund medical treatment for two pregnant women that would reduce the
risk of their babies being born with HIV. He also paid to provide three children with
protein supplements to improve their health. These World Vision gifts are just a few of
the ways that Neall is trying to bring hope and help to people in need.

For the past two years, he has volunteered for an organization in South Africa that deals
with HIV and AIDS. “In 2008 and 2009, | used vacation time each March to volunteer
and raise money for the Dibanani AIDS Project. Dibanani provides support to people
living with HIV/AIDS and those displaced because of the diseases. The work is so
important; | encourage people to visit the website (www.dibanani.org).
