“There were
probably 50 guitar players in my neighbourhood growing up and I'm the only one left.”

Performing on behalf of the church allows Paul to entertain as he helps to raise money
for church maintenance and various ministries. “My main passion is the youth ministry
and various others including the food bank, which is why | organize and sponsor one
large music concert a year.” Last year’s concert raised more than $2,000. That is just
the beginning of his involvement.

As Chairman of the Board of Stewards at the Greenborough Church, Paul devotes
approximately 20 hours per month to his duties, which include overseeing the
maintenance of the church, counting and recording the offerings, caring for the needs of
tenants in the church, and applying his business expertise to finding funding solutions
for capital projects.
