This spring, the Society purchased a 9,800 
square foot heritage residence in New Westminster.  Once 
renovations are complete this winter, Honour House will 
provide temporary housing to Canadian Forces personnel, 
first responders and their families while Winch House will 
serve as long-term housing.  Allan De Genova, a REALTOR® 
with Sutton Group - West Coast Realty in Vancouver, is the 
President of Honour House Society.  

 
Allan’s deep respect for those serving in the Canadian Forces and emergency services 
such as fire, police and ambulance prompted him to take an active role in bringing 
Honour House to fruition.
